Anointing of the Sick at St. Matthew Parish:   June 27 and 28 
The Anointing of the Sick is a beautiful renewal of the healing power of Jesus that 

has always existed in the Christian community. It is a sacrament of grace and 

strength. The sacrament can be received by:  

1. Those who are suffering from a terminal illness or preparing for 

surgery.  

2. Those who are chronically ill (e.g. heart condition, dialysis, 

cancer treatment etc.)  

3. An elderly person who feels the need for the strengthening and 

healing effects of the sacrament due to their weakened state.  

Those who wish to be anointed at any of the Masses the weekend of June 27/28, 

should sit in the "handicapped" reserved front pews or at the end of the pews - 

especially in the two middle sections. 

 

Are you in a "mixed marriage?" Traditionally this 

term has been used for spouses of different 

religions, but it could mean mixed races, mixed 

classes, or mixed ethnicities.
